            Steve Irwin was an Australian television host, wildlife conservationist and zookeeper. Born on 22nd February 1962, in Australia, Steve dedicated his life to the preservation and promotion of wildlife. 
            Steve's passion for wildlife began at a young age when he helped his parents protect Australia's wild reptiles [I]. They started their business by building Beerwah Reptile Park on 1.6 hectares of land in n Queensland [II]. Then, they tried to catch and relocate endangered kinds of reptiles like lizards, snakes and J crocodiles to their park [III].
