It is common among parents to complain about the viewing habits of TV addicted teens. Do they know something kids don't? Well, according to a recent study, too much TV could increase the odds of becoming depressed as an adult. 
Researchers observed a sample of about 4,100 American teenagers for seven years. When first surveyed in 1995, they watched TV for an average of 2.3 hours each day. They also spent 37 minutes watching videos, 25 minutes playing computer games and 2.3 hours listening to the radio.
