You would’ve needed to provide an alternative phone number or email to have a work-related conversation. “Ten years ago, remote employment basically meant a telemarketing or customer service position at below minimum wage,” said Samantha Lambert, director of human resources at Centific. “It was rarely connected with a full-time career. Now, technology affords us the ability to get the same job done, no matter where in the world we are.”
“The modern workforce is increasingly mobile, collaborative and dynamic, and comprises multi-generations, all with different communication preferences,” said Stacey Epstein, chief marketing officer at Freshworks. “These workers span multiple industries … all of whom represent unique challenges when it comes to staying connected while on the job.”
However, many companies continue to resist this work trend for various reasons. Some business owners may fear a lack of productivity in their employees, while others haven’t invested in teleconferencing and telework tech to support remote workers. Still, some businesses are making the necessary investments to support remote work.

Sam Springsteen is a firefighter in Jersey City, New Jersey. What is so special about that? Maybe it is not very special, but in 2019, when he passed the test to become a firefighter, it was big news. The reason for this is that he is the youngest son of rock musician Bruce Springsteen and his wife Patti Scialfa, who is also a musician and member of Springsteen's band, the E Street Band.
Bruce Springsteen was born in New Jersey in 1949 into a blue-collar family. His father worked first in a factory, then as a security guard, and later had various other jobs, but he was often unemployed. The only salary, very small but at least regular, was brought home by Bruce's mother, who worked as a legal secretary all her life and raised their three children.
Young Bruce made a name for himself locally as a gifted guitar player when he was still in his teens. He played then with some of the musicians whom he went on to play with for most of his life, and who later entered the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame as the E Street Band. Bruce became famous worldwide, writing and singing songs about the lives of young working-class men and women who, like him and his sisters, struggled with the fear that they were not going to have a future.
Of course, those songs brought him a future, and in 1984, he started to hold his concerts in stadiums because so many people wanted to see him. His 2016 tour, when he was almost 67 years old, was still in stadiums. However, in spite of the fame and wealth that came with it, he never forgot his roots. He used his money and celebrity status to help organizations involved in assisting people who struggle, and, when he isn't touring, he's known for leading the quiet life of a family man—raising three children on a farm not far from where he grew up—rather than that of a rock and roll star.
That may be why Sam Springsteen's choice made it into the news. He could have had an easy life, with an easy job, enjoying his parents' wealth and connections. Instead, he stayed true to his parents' working-class, community-based values. He chose a job in which he had to run into buildings that other people were running out of, and put his own life in danger to save others. As his mother put it, he is the "family's hero".

A SHORT HISTORY OF THE SELFIE
They're everywhere – people posing with their phones held out in front of them or on a selfie-stick. And it's not just young people – social media users of all ages take selfies, including space-walking astronauts and the Pope.
So when did this selfie mania begin? Most people would guess that it was around the beginning of this century or perhaps a bit later when smartphones became mainstream. It is thought to come from Australia where people have a habit of putting -ie on the end of words – barbie for barbecue, postie for postal worker and even Aussie for Australian. In 2002, an Australian man took a photo of an injury to his lip and put it up on a public forum to ask for advice on how to treat it. He referred to the photo as a selfie, and the term was born. Selfie became Oxford Dictionaries' word of the year in 2013.
So, why do we take so many photos of ourselves? A 2017 study into 'selfitis', as the obsessive taking of selfies has been called, found a range of motivations, from seeking to feel more part of a group to shaking off depressive thoughts and – of course – capturing a memorable moment. Cost is one issue. Vacations can be expensive, especially for people with children. Another problem is time. In the modern world, many of us are too busy to take a trip away. And vacations can also be surprisingly stressful. We might have to deal with lost luggage, unfamiliar food, large crowds, noisy hotel rooms, or uncomfortable aircraft seats.
Because of these problems, staycations have become more popular. These are vacations in which you stay at home. During a staycation, people will often visit nearby tourist attractions. And because people do not have to fly to a distant destination or stay in a hotel, staycations cost less than vacations.
However, visiting tourist sites and eating out is not cheap. Some people overcome this problem by choosing to be “armchair travelers.” They take a staycation, read books, or watch documentaries about other places. The cost is very low. Still, reading or watching a show about a place is a poor alternative to going there.
Virtual reality may offer a high-tech way to “see” the world. A “traveler” puts on a VR headset and the software takes her on a “journey” to another place. The VR traveler feels she is really in that place. VR travel is not a perfect solution, either. Studies show that having real experiences is important for our happiness. Still, the technology will get better. Perhaps in the near future, VR will give us the chance to “explore” the moon or Mars.

Keeping up with what is happening in the world is generally seen as an essential part of being a well-informed and educated citizen. Watching, listening to or reading the news can satisfy our curiosity, make us think, help us make choices and even avoid danger. Research by psychology expert Graham Davey has also proved that watching terrible or sad news on TV can worsen people's moods and make them worry more about their own lives. Clearly, being exposed to this ever-increasing bad news can make us feel less positive and affect our health.
While it is true that staying aware and informed is not a bad thing, we should not forget that we have a choice, not only about how much news we consume, but equally importantly about the kind of news we want to see.

You would’ve needed to provide an alternative phone number or email to have a work-related conversation. “Ten years ago, remote employment basically meant a telemarketing or customer service position at below minimum wage,” said Samantha Lambert, director of human resources at Centific. “It was rarely connected with a full-time career. Now, technology affords us the ability to get the same job done, no matter where in the world we are.”
“The modern workforce is increasingly mobile, collaborative and dynamic, and comprises multi-generations, all with different communication preferences,” said Stacey Epstein, chief marketing officer at Freshworks. “These workers span multiple industries … all of whom represent unique challenges when it comes to staying connected while on the job.”
However, many companies continue to resist this work trend for various reasons. Some business owners may fear a lack of productivity in their employees, while others haven’t invested in teleconferencing and telework tech to support remote workers. Still, some businesses are making the necessary investments to support remote work.

Sam Springsteen is a firefighter in Jersey City, New Jersey. What is so special about that? Maybe it is not very special, but in 2019, when he passed the test to become a firefighter, it was big news. The reason for this is that he is the youngest son of rock musician Bruce Springsteen and his wife Patti Scialfa, who is also a musician and member of Springsteen's band, the E Street Band.
Bruce Springsteen was born in New Jersey in 1949 into a blue-collar family. His father worked first in a factory, then as a security guard, and later had various other jobs, but he was often unemployed. The only salary, very small but at least regular, was brought home by Bruce's mother, who worked as a legal secretary all her life and raised their three children.
Young Bruce made a name for himself locally as a gifted guitar player when he was still in his teens. He played then with some of the musicians whom he went on to play with for most of his life, and who later entered the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame as the E Street Band. Bruce became famous worldwide, writing and singing songs about the lives of young working-class men and women who, like him and his sisters, struggled with the fear that they were not going to have a future.
Of course, those songs brought him a future, and in 1984, he started to hold his concerts in stadiums because so many people wanted to see him. His 2016 tour, when he was almost 67 years old, was still in stadiums. However, in spite of the fame and wealth that came with it, he never forgot his roots. He used his money and celebrity status to help organizations involved in assisting people who struggle, and, when he isn't touring, he's known for leading the quiet life of a family man—raising three children on a farm not far from where he grew up—rather than that of a rock and roll star.
That may be why Sam Springsteen's choice made it into the news. He could have had an easy life, with an easy job, enjoying his parents' wealth and connections. Instead, he stayed true to his parents' working-class, community-based values. They're everywhere – people posing with their phones held out in front of them or on a selfie-stick. And it's not just young people – social media users of all ages take selfies, including space-walking astronauts and the Pope.
So when did this selfie mania begin? Most people would guess that it was around the beginning of this century or perhaps a bit later when smartphones became mainstream.
