Jupiter: The solar system’s giant king, Jupiter is a gas giant with a swirling atmosphere and a swirling storm system known as the Great Red Spot. It has dozens of moons, some even larger than Pluto, the former ninth planet.
Saturn: Another gas giant, Saturn is famous for its stunning rings made of ice and rock particles. Similar to Jupiter, Saturn has a thick atmosphere and numerous moons, including the fascinating moon Titan with its own lakes and rivers of liquid methane.
Uranus and Neptune: These two distant planets are known as “ice giants” due to their thick atmospheres rich in methane and hydrogen. Both have a blueish hue and tilt on their axes at extreme angles.
