Out of Rainforests
Rainforest is a special, dark place completely different from anywhere else. A rainforest is a place where the trees grow very tall. It is hot and humid in a rainforest. It rains a lot in the rainforest, but sometimes you don’t know it’s raining. The trees grow so closely together that rain doesn’t always reach the ground.
Rainforests cover only a small part of the Earth’s surface, about six percent. They are found in tropical parts of the world such as South America, Western Africa, Central America, Southeast Asia, Northeastern Australia, and the Pacific Islands.
