Apartment Fire Safety Notice 
Preparation is the best way to avoid panic in any emergency. These basic fire safety measures can help to keep yourself and the other members of your household safe in the event of a fire.  
• Stay calm. Call the Fire Department to notify them and within minutes, the firefighters will arrive.  
• If you decide to leave your apartment, bring your keys just in case you want to get back in. Make sure that you know where all the exits on your floor are.  
• Always check a door before opening it. Feel the doorknob with the back of your hand, and if it’s hot, don’t open the door because flames could be on the other side.  
• If you have to leave, stay low to the ground and cover your head and hair with wet cloths.  
• As you leave, close doors to slow the fire from spreading.  
• Never use the elevators during a fire. The fire can short out the electrical system, and you may get stuck between floors.  
• It is advisable that if your apartment is not under threat, you should stay put. Place wet towels or rags under closed doors and cover vents in your apartment to prevent smoke from coming in.  
• Prepare and practice an escape plan with all the members of your household. Decide on a meeting point in case everyone is separated.  
Above is the suggested course of action if a fire breaks out. However, you have to decide by yourself what is the best course of action under specific circumstances.
