Task 1: Listen to the passage and decide whether the following statements are true or  false. 
 Making a conical hat, or "nón lá," is a traditional craft in Vietnam, particularly popular in the Hue region. This type of hat is both practical and symbolic, providing protection from the sun and rain while representing Vietnamese culture.   
The process of making a conical hat involves several steps. First, the craftsman selects the leaves, usually palm leaves, which are then sun-dried to enhance their durability. Next, the leaves are ironed to smooth out any wrinkles. Once the leaves are ready, they are arranged onto a conical frame made from bamboo.
